Confidentiality Agreement
As used in this Agreement, the terms “confidential” and “duty of confidentiality” refer to all information protected under relevant law by the attorney-client privilege as well as any other information protected by the lawyer’s duty of confidentiality under Georgia Rule of Professional Conduct 1.6.

As part of the student’s fieldwork with the lawyer, the lawyer and student have agreed that the student may provide assistance to the lawyer that requires access to confidential information, such as taking notes at an initial client interview or reviewing and summarizing information contained in a client’s file.  The student shall not disclose to any person confidential information obtained through the student’s fieldwork to any person outside the lawyer’s firm unless specifically authorized to do so by the lawyer. Absent authorization by the lawyer and informed consent by the client, the student’s oral and written reports from the student’s fieldwork shall not include any information relating to a specific client unless all names and factual details that could reveal the client’s identity, or otherwise disclose confidential information, have been excluded.

Violation of this agreement can result in a failing grade in this course, referral for honor code violation proceedings by the law school, and report to bar examination authorities.
